MARK BEAUMONT LEADS DUNDEE MOUNTAIN FILM FESTIVAL LINE-UP
THE Dundee Mountain Film Festival, now in it’s 29th year, is proving as popular as ever with fans of all things in the mountain environment, as excitement builds up for this year’s Festival on the 25th and 26th November at the Bonar Hall in Dundee. 
Cyclist Mark Beaumont, who last month rowed to the magnetic North Pole, opens the Festival on the Friday evening. Mark will talk about his extraordinary career which includes cycling the World (2008) and cycling the Americas including climbing North America’s Denali (Mount McKinley) and South America’s Aconcagua (2009). 
Austrian mountaineer Peter Habeler comes to the Festival on the Saturday evening. In 1978, Peter Habeler achieved the first ascent of Everest, with Reinhold Messner, without supplementary oxygen. 
Ian R Mitchell will talk about the life and contribution to mountaineering of Aberdeen born Dr Alexander Kellas, an Everest Pioneer of the 20th Century, on the Saturday morning.     

The British University Kayak Expedition to Venezuela is the presentation feature on the Saturday afternoon.   

The approaching centenary of Captain Robert Falcon Scott’s final expedition is marked by the screening of the film ‘Tom Crean – Antarctica’s Forgotten Hero’. Tom Crean travelled with both Scott and Shackleton on three of the four big Antarctic expeditions. Award winning films from the Banff Mountain Film Festival World Tour are complimented with local films featuring Dundee climbers, Audax cycling through Angus and Aberdeenshire, and Fife’s ultra-runner, Fiona Rennie, running the West Highland Way.  

A Festival Fringe Event will take place at the Burgh Café, Castle Street, Dundee, for four evenings in the week of the Festival. The Burgh Café will showcase the best of Extreme Mountain Sport films.    

Tickets for the 2011 Festival are now on sale and selling fast. Guests are being reminded that spaces are limited and are being encouraged to buy now to avoid disappointment.

Alf Ingram, Chairman of the Festival Committee, says ‘With such an exceptional line-up, this event will prove to be really popular and we look forward to welcoming everyone along to the Festival’.
